
What is happening in Oak class in Term 2? 

 English 
 

We shall be starting ‘Kensuke’s Kingdom’ by Michael Morpurgo. This 
book connects to our Science topic of ‘Living things and their habitats’ 
and our comparative Geography topic that looks into different 
locations and geographical features around the world. 
 
The book focuses on a male protagonist, Michael, who is washed up on 
a seemingly deserted island after a voyage on a yacht. Within the new 
island, he soon discovers another inhabitant - Kensuke, a former 
Japanese soldier. 
 
During the term we will use the book to base our English writing on. 
For example, the children will look into persuasive writing and 
instructional texts along with many other styles of writing! 

 

Science 
 

Our Science topic in Term 2 is ‘Living Things  

and Their Habitats’. The children will be classifying 

organisms and looking into microscopic features  

and so much more.
