Please let us know if someone different is collecting your child so that we can let the club leaders
know.

If your child is not attending a club on one night please let the gate or office staff know so that
messages can be passed on to club leaders.

Please exit the playground swiftly at the end of the day so that sports clubs can start promptly. Feel
free to stand (safely) in the carpark and continue to chat if you wish. We aim to close the wooden gate
by 3.20 on club nights.

Payment terms - reminder
